


PRIVACY POLICY

Browsing this Website

Information Collection
Personal information means any information recorded in any form that relates to an individual and identifies or can be used to identify an individual, including, but not limited to, a first and last name, email address, a home, postal or other physical address, Social Security number, or other unique identifier.

When you browse the Website, you do so anonymously. We don't automatically collect personal information, including your email address, however, we do log your IP address (the Internet address of your computer) to give us an idea of which part of our Website you visit and how long you spend there, but we do not link your IP address to any personal information. unless you have logged in to our Website. Like many other commercial websites, the Website may use a standard technology called a "cookie" to collect information about how you use the site. BEP may collect and track: (a) User-Supplied Information – When you request more information from BEP through our online Contact Form or other forms on the Site, we may ask you to supply your name, email address, and other personal information; and (b) Statistical Data – In order to solve technical problems with the Website and to calculate overall usage statistics, we collect aggregate and user-specific information on which pages you access.

When you send an email or other communications to BEP, BEP may retain those communications in order to process your inquiries, respond to your inquiries and/or improve our services. All emails and other communications to BEP become the property of BEP upon receipt, except for any personal information that is contained therein.

Use of Personal Data Collected; Disclosure of Personal Data to Third Parties

Personal data may also be disclosed or distributed to another party with which BEP enters or reasonably may enter into a corporate transaction, such as, for example, a merger, consolidation, acquisition, or asset purchase.

Cookies and Tracking Technology
A cookie is a small data file that certain websites write to your hard drive when you visit them. A cookie file can contain information such as a user ID that the site uses to track the pages you have visited, but the only personal information a cookie can contain is information you supply yourself.
